A Visitor Visa is granted for those who wish to visit Australia for a holiday, or a short visit to see family and friends in Australia or to obtain medical treatment. The current regulation requires the payment of a bond by the sponsors and may vary according to the circumstances. Working in Australia is not allowed for a Visit Visa holder. However, he/she may be permitted to study and participate in short [12 weeks] courses and seminars.

The main criterion is that the couple need to have been living together in Australia for up to12 months,    (necessary evidence must be provided to this effect). Prospective partners from overseas must demonstrate that their relationship is on going and genuine. Generally these types of Visas are granted in two stages.





 Educational Pathways to Migration


  Through an active immigration policy, Australia enables skilled graduates who have completed Specific Recognized Australian Qualifications to apply for a Visa to live and work permanently.
